Initial Requirements:

To initially qualify, a student must score Advanced on one Grade 10 MCAS assessment (either in Mathematics,
English Language Arts, or Science) and either Advanced or Proficient on the other two.

Standardized Test Requirement:
Students have the choice of one of the following options:

two Advanced Placement exams with scores of “3” or better, or

two SAT Subject Tests (subjects and minimum required scores listed below), or

one SAT Subject Test and one Advanced Placement exam, or

one of the above mentioned tests/exams and one Other Academic Achievement (see next page for
examples).
